There are 2 primaries in New York State in 2018

Federal Primary TUESDAY June 26, 2018

Deadlines for voting in federal primary elections:

Voter Registration. June 1, 2018
Application for Absentee Ballot: June 19, 2018
Postmark for Absentee Ballot: June 25, 2018

State Primary THURSDAY, September 13, 2018

Deadlines for voting in state primary elections:

Voter Registration: August 19, 2018
Application for Absentee Ballot: September 6, 2018
Postmark for Absentee Ballot: September 12, 2018

Remember that New York State has a closed primary. If you have
changed your party affiliation, it had to have been done by October 13,
2017 (25 days before Election Day November 7, 2017) in order for you
to vote in your new party’s primaries in 2018; unless you have moved
from a different county or state and are now registered in Suffolk
County, as long as you are registered 25 days before primary day.
The last day to change your party enrollment for 2019 is October 12,
2018 (25 days prior to the November 2018 general election. As always,
please check with the Board of Elections regarding party registration
timing requirements.

Although only enrolled members of a party can vote in that party's
primary elections, registered voters may vote for any party’s candidate

on Election Day.

Application for Absentee Ballot: October 30, 2018
Postmark for Absentee Ballot: November 5, 2018

REMEMBER: You must be registered in order to vote.
You may register if you will be 18 years of age by Election
Day; a resident of the county for at least 30 days prior to the
election, and a citizen of the United States.

If you have moved since the last time you voted,

you must re-register.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION
FOR VOTERS

As a citizen (age 18 or older), you have the right and
responsibility to vote in elections. Educate yourself on
the candidates and issues in each election, whether
local or national.

Once the Suffolk County Board of Elections has processed
your registration, you will be mailed a card indicating your
polling place. If you do not receive the card or have
questions, you may call them at (631) 852-4500.

If you will be out of Suffolk County on Election Day, or are
physically unable to get to the polling place because of
temporary illness or physical disability or duties related as
primary caretaker of physically disabled or ill person, you
may request an absentee ballot application from the Board
of Elections. To be sure your request is processed, ask for
this form at least 4 weeks before Election Day.

Polling Places in Suffolk County are open 6am to 9pm.

ID Needed for Voting in New York State

Federal law requires persons who register by mail for the first
time to provide identification. Identification means a current
NYS driver’s license or the last four digits of your Social
Security number. If you do not have either of these, you may
provide a copy of a valid photo ID, or a current utility bill, bank
statement, government check or some other government
documentation that shows your name and address. If you do
not provide identification when you register, you may be asked
for it the first time you vote.

NEVER LEAVE THE POLLING PLACE
WITHOUT VOTING!
If your name is not on the list,
ask for a provisional ballot!

Suffolk County: At a Glance

Suffolk County comprises about 1000 square miles of the eastern two-
thirds of Long Island. Long Island, formed during the Pleistocene Era
10,000 years ago, extends 120 miles into the Atlantic Ocean, east from
New York City. The distance from the Nassau County border to the
eastern tip of Montauk Point is 86 miles.

The Dutchman, Adrian Block, the first explorer to touch land at
Montauk Point in 1614, encountered Native Americans. English
colonists crossed Long Island Sound from Connecticut and
Massachusetts colonies, founding Southold and Southampton (1640),
East Hampton (1648), Shelter Island (1652), and Setauket in
Brookhaven (1655).

In 1682 James, Duke of York, who owned Long Island, appointed
Thomas Dongan to govern it. At a gathering of colonial
representatives, the “Charter of Liberties and Privileges” was adopted
(November 1683), establishing Suffolk County as a political entity and
as one of the 12 original counties of the Province of New York, and
laying the foundation for the State’s present political subdivisions and
governmental structure.

Until 1960, Suffolk County, consisting of the ten towns of Babylon,
Brookhaven, East Hampton, Huntington, Islip, Riverhead, Shelter
Island, Smithtown, Southampton, and Southold, was governed by a
Board of Supervisors, with each town represented by its elected
supervisor. In 1958, the voters approved a new Suffolk County Charter
that provided for a new administrative officer, the County Executive,
while retaining the Board of Supervisors as the legislative body. In
1968, the US Supreme Court mandated that the one-man, one-vote
principle be applied to county government. Therefore, the Charter
Revision Commission proposed the apportionment of the county into
18 districts of equal population, and the election of one representative
from each of the districts to constitute the County Legislature,
replacing the old Board of Supervisors.

Federal law makes these provisions for vacancies:

The President - Vice President becomes President.

The Vice President - The President nominates a Vice President who
must be confirmed by majority vote of both houses of Congress. The
legal order of succession after Vice President is: Speaker of the House
of Representatives, President Pro Tempore of the Senate, members of the
Cabinet in a specified order (beginning with the Secretary of State).

New York law makes these provisions for vacancies:

U.S. Senate - The Governor appoints someone to the office until the
vacancy can be filled at a general election.

U.S. House of Representatives - Depending upon date, vacancies are
filled at a special election or at the next general election.
